Code of Conduct for dances

Attendance at Carmel Youth Center Dances requires the following:
1. Attendees must attend a local Monterey County Middle School.

2. Attendees must bring a current Middle School ID for admission – no exceptions.
3. Attendees are subject to a breathalyzer test(s) at anytime while on the premises.

4. Attendees are not permitted re-entry to a dance once they exit.
5. Attendees are not permitted to bring bags. The CYC is not liable for lost or stolen items.

6. Attendees may not bring in any outside drink or food.

7. Attendees must bring a completed Code of Conduct to gain entry into the dance.
8. Attendees must portray suitable behavior for public interactions.

a. Shirts and Shoes must be worn at all times.  

b. No inappropriate touching is allowed.
c. Any dancing that is unwanted, unwelcome, and unreturned by another dancer is prohibited.
d. Bullying, fighting, harassment and sexual harassment are prohibited.
The Carmel Youth Center Staff reserves the right to remove any attendee for behavior they deem as inappropriate.  
Any attendee attempting entry to the CYC displaying questionable behavior (under the influence, etc.) will be turned over to Carmel Police Department and the parents will be called.
